Bio Olympics 2004

Regulations of Final event

1. Bio-Olympics 2004 is organized by Biology Society, HKUSU which consists of five executive committee members.
2. The competition will be conducted in English.
3. All candidates must wear proper school uniforms.

4. Candidates must register on the stage in the contesting room at 3:25pm after the refreshment. Any late candidates will be disqualified. 

5. The competition will be in Question-and-Answer format.

6. The Final event consists of three parts, compulsory questions, movie struggling questions and ultimate struggling questions. Details are as follows:

First section – Compulsory Questions

i. In this section, each team is required to answer 10 compulsory questions in 2 minutes. 

ii. There is no time limit for answering a question.

iii. Questions will be raised ONCE only.

iv. Candidates can skip questions by saying “PASS” clearly and loudly.
v. 100 marks will be given to each team as base mark.

vi. 20 marks will be awarded for each correct answer.

vii. No mark will be deducted for any wrong answers or abstention.

Second section - Movie Struggling Questions
i. In this session, a 5-minute short movie clip concerning Biology will be shown.
ii. 10 questions will be asked according to the movie shown.
iii. Time limit for answering each question is ten seconds.
iv. Questions will be raised ONCE only.
v. To answer questions, candidates are required to press the button of the light boxes.
vi. Candidates are suggested to listen to the whole question before answering. Once the button is pressed before the whole question is asked, master of ceremony will stop asking at that point and the team has to answer the question within 10 seconds.
vii. Candidates should answer the question only after the team name is called, otherwise 20 marks will be deducted. 
viii. If no teams attempt a question in five seconds, that question will be cancelled.
ix. 30 marks will be awarded for each correct answer.
x. 20 marks will be deducted for any wrong answers or abstention.
xi. If a team gives a wrong answer or abstention to a question, the other two schools will have a second chance to answer that question. In this case, 20 marks will be awarded for each correct answer and 20 marks will be deducted for any wrong answers or abstention.
Third section – Ultimate Struggling Questions

i. In this session, 50 questions will be asked in 10 minutes. 
ii. Time limit for answering each question is ten seconds.

iii. Questions will be raised ONCE only.
iv. To answer questions, candidates are required to press the button of the light boxes.
v. Candidates are suggested to listen to the whole question before answering. Once the button is pressed before the whole question is asked, master of ceremony will stop asking at that point and the team has to answer the question within 10 seconds.
vi. Candidates should answer the question only after the team name is called, otherwise 20 marks will be deducted. 
vii. If no teams attempt a question in five seconds, that question will be cancelled.
viii. 30 marks will be awarded for each correct answer.

ix. 20 marks will be deducted for any wrong answers or abstention. 
x. If a team gives a wrong answer or abstention to a question, the other two schools will have a second chance to answer that question. In this case, 20 marks will be awarded for each correct answer and 20 marks will be deducted for any wrong answers or abstention.
7. Only THREE representatives from each school are required.

8. Shifting is allowed among the four candidates after the compulsory questions.

9. A team captain should be chosen from the four candidates. He/she should sit in the middle of his/her team during the competition and will be responsible for the final decision of the answers.

10. Answers in English are accepted only.
11. For all the multiple-choice questions, only the answers A, B, C or D will be accepted. Exact wordings of the corresponding answers will be considered incorrect. 

      E.g.  MC question

              Which one of the following plants is an example of hydrophytes?

      A. Heather

      B. Water- lily (correct answer)

      C. Buttercup

      D. Tulip

            Candidates should say “B” but NOT “Water- lily”.
      Master of ceremony will say “MC question” before asking multiple-choice questions.

12. For all questions referring to diagrams, master of ceremony will say "Refer to the diagram" before asking those questions.
13. Use of calculators is allowed during the competition. Candidates should bring their own calculators and stationery. Rough work papers will be provided. 
14. Teachers and supporters are welcomed. 

15. Souvenirs will be presented after the Final event.

16. All candidates are welcome to stay until the announcement of the results after the Final event.

17. Complaints against the result should be made within five minutes after each round. Late appeals are not accepted. The final decision will be made by our honorable judges.

18. There will be three prizes: the Champion, the 1st Runner-up and the 2nd Runner-up.

19. In case the participating teams get the same marks, the involving teams are required to answer extra struggling question(s).
20. Participants must switch off their beeping devices during the competition.

21. No eating and smoking is allowed in the contesting room and waiting room.

22. Biology Society, HKUSU reserves all the rights to make all final decisions.

1. If typhoon signal no.8 or above or black storm warning is hoisted at 10:00am on the day of the competition, the event will be postponed until further notice.
